not a bad book, it is still written very well, it is still about the same great protagonists. It creates a lot of backstory, 
which is interesting.The problem i am having is, that it just does not give the reader anything to care about.In Cuckoos 
calling, a big part of the fascination was getting to know lula landry more and more throughout the story, and the more 
i learned about her, the more it made me angry that she got killed and the more i cared about the case.In The 
Silkworm, it was more about the suspects, which were all very interesting characters. Also the murder itself was so 
elaborate, that finding out "how" it was even done had a certain appeal.In Career of Evil, the murders are, apart from 
their violance, very generic and boring. Also the reader does not really get to know either the victims or the suspects. 
The name of the victim is pretty much all we know about her. And all we know about the suspects comes from Strikes 
memories of them, not from actually talking to them. So since i wasnt able to get to know any of them, I didnt care 
which one of them did it, which is a very bad thing for a crime novel.Additionally, Career of Evil is somehow much 
more serious then the pervious two books, so the enjoyement of witty conversations and nice word-plays is not really 
there either.It is probably still worth reading to catch up with Robins personal life and Strikes past, it is just that the 
case itself can never create any real tension.But considering the quality of Cormora Strike 01 and 02, i am hopeful, 
that the next one is going to pull the series back out of this slump.0 von 1 Kunden fanden die folgende Rezension 
hilfreich.
